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1. Inequalities
1. Traditionally we have targeted extra help on areas of deprivation. This emphasis will continue into the future, even though the impact is often hard to measure and the evidence that targeted funding has made a real difference is hard to find

2. Facilitating communities is a key. We need to support the building of self-healing, resilient communities, full of social capital

3. Even more than with the other goals we will need partnership working including developers , DC, planners & Financiers

4. Land use planning is key - We need to get our influence in – eg when others are deciding on post office closures

5. Accessibility Planning, in the true sense of planning access and not subsequent transport will be key. We need Jobs near people & Services for people near people

6. At a practical level, must plan not just work and school trips but also social and leisure uses

7. At a design level we can reallocate road space, including by eg 20mph speed limits, create Liveable streets and Green space for all. Although design manuals will need equality-proofing

8. We should consider every permutation of excluded groups, including rural dwellers

2. Quality of Life

1. QoL could be the key to everything. It should be what drives all policies and might be objectively measured  (President Sarkozy commissioned Nobel economist Joseph Stiglitz to include happiness and other quality of life measurements into French GDP)

2. Or alternatively it might not be possible to measure QoL as it means different things to different people

3. You will therefore need to consult on what QoL means as there is probably a hierarchy of needs.

4. However there is also an argument that a ‘good’ streetscape is a good streetscape. There may be some issues at the margin of aesthetics but the fundamentals of cleanliness, noise, space and proportionality should be clear and able to be planned.

5. Local jobs might also be assumed to be a fundamental need in the hierarchy (though clearly there will be individual exceptions)

6. Because it is fundamental to other things and also because of its impact then transport will have a part to play in a sustainable quality future

7. We can influence perceptions of Quality of Life, including perhaps with schools

8. One of the options for intervention could examine reliability as this will have an impact on anxiety levels.
